The material body and mind are temporal, but the real man is spiritual and eternal. The identity of the real man is not lost, but found through this explanation; for the conscious infinitude of existence and of all identity is thereby discerned and remains unchanged.

 Soul and Spirit being one, God and Soul are one, and this one never included in alimited mind or a limited body.

The precise form of God must be of small importance in comparison with the sublime question, What is infinite Mind or divine Love? 

Afinite and material sense of God leads to formalism and narrowness; it chills the spirit of Christianity. 

Alimitless Mind cannot proceed from physical limitations. Finiteness cannot present the idea or the vastness of infinity. 

Infinite Mind is the creator, and creation is the infinite image or idea emanating from this Mind.

The divine Mind is the Soul of man, and gives man dominion over all things.

The divine Mind maintains all identities, from ablade of grass to astar, as distinct and eternal.

The periods of spiritual ascension are the days and seasons of Mind’s creation, in which beauty, sublimity, purity, and holiness — yea, the divine nature — appear in man and the universe never to disappear.

Science reveals Spirit, Soul, as not in the body, and God as not in man but as reflected by man. The greater cannot be in the lesser. The belief that the greater can be in the lesser is an error that works ill. This is aleading point in the Science of Soul, that Principle is not in its idea. Spirit, Soul, is not confined in man, and is never in matter.

The identity, or idea, of all reality continues forever; but Spirit, or the divine Principle of all, is not in Spirit’s formations. Soul is synonymous with Spirit, God, the creative, governing, infinite Principle outside of finite form, which forms only reflect.

Man is by no means amaterial germ rising from the imperfect and endeavoring to reach Spirit above his origin. 

As the physical and material, the transient sense of beauty fades, the radiance of Spirit should dawn upon the enraptured sense with bright and imperishable glories.

Christian Science explains all cause and effect as mental, not physical. It lifts the veil of mystery from Soul and body. It shows the scientific relation of man to God, disentangles the interlaced ambiguities of being, and sets free the imprisoned thought.

Keep distinctly in thought that man is the offspring of God, not of man; that man is spiritual, not material; that Soul is Spirit, outside of matter, never in it, never giving the body life and sensation. It breaks the dream of disease to understand that sickness is formed by the human mind, not by matter nor by the divine Mind.

This is “the beauty of holiness,” that when Truth heals the sick, it casts out evils, and when Truth casts out the evil called disease, it heals the sick.
